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Making Faith Work: Building a Genuine Faith
Through the Spark and Fire of the Holy Spirit

(Matthew 17:14-20, Matthew 8:5-10, 1 Peter 4:12-13; 1 Peter 1:3-7)

We need to put our faith to work to create an enduring legacy for Christ,
only through the Holy Spirit who lives in us and empowers us to do so for
the glory of God. And it is only by the Holy Spirit that we can do spiritual
things that endure for eternity.

The fire of the Holy Spirit will spark us to grow and build our faith from
strength to strength with patience and endurance, resulting in a genuine
faith that has the power to sustain and overcome challenges and
hardships.

Therefore, we must desire a genuine faith that is not a stagnant faith but
an active faith. The genuine faith naturally produces good works as
evidence of transformation in our lives.

Genuine faith is rooted in reliance on God's promises in His Word.
Genuine faith transforms our daily thinking and behaviour, providing us
with a new perspective on how to use our work to serve God and people.

We can picture our growth in faith as a butterfly's metamorphosis: a
transformative process of struggle with a dramatic change in form — from
a tiny egg to a larva (caterpillar), then to the pupal stage, and finally
emerging as a pure and beautiful butterfly.

Similarly, the Holy Spirit helps us to grow our faith from “a mustard seed
faith” to "great faith” and finally to “pure or genuine faith.”

Like the butterfly growing through a process of enduring transformation,
we, too, need to endure life's tests and trials to build genuine faith.

Peter confirms in 1 Peter 1:7 (NLT): “These trials will show that your faith
is genuine. It is being tested as fire tests and purifies gold—though your
faith is far more precious than mere gold.”

Let the fire of the Holy Spirit spark within us to grow and, with endurance,
build a genuine faith.
